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Abstract

The long-term aim of our work is to develop tools for scholars to use to record and organise their knowledge.  This work is important because many scholars suffer from information overload and find themselves spending time managing knowledge instead of creating knowledge.  The novel aspect of our work is that we use genre to label nodes and links in the tool we have designed. Our work combines results from research on digital genre and on hypertext to produce an implementation of a new genre, which we have called “Scholarly Web Sites”.  

Here, we report that our experiences with the design and informal evaluation of the implementation are positive, supporting the hypothesis that explicit labelling of information nodes and links with genre helps scholars record and organise their knowledge.
